Sugoi Con 2000 Vendor Information

General Information

Sugoi Con 2000 will be held at the Holiday Inn at the Cincinnati Airport. The hotel is located just
one exit East of the Greater Cincinnati Airport off of Interstate 1-275, in Erlanger, KY. We will have
approximately 45 tables available situated in a single room with 3,300 square feet of floor space.

The Vendor Liaison is the official point of contact for vendors at Sugoi Con. Vendors should direct
all contact with Sugoi Con through the Vendor Liaison. If the Vendor Liaison is unavailable,
vendors should contact the Sugoi Con Directors.

Vendor's Table

The first table purchased will cost $155.00 for the duration of the convention and include two
three-day convention passes. Each additional table will cost $125.00 and include one three-day
pass. Vendors tables measure 6’ x 2.5’ and chairs will be provided. Tables must be reserved
before 10/01/2000. For more detail about the convention passes, see the Vendor Membership
section.

Table Configuration

Tables and displays may be configured as desired, including shelves, displays, etc. All displays
must conform to local fire and safety codes. Also, displays should not encroach on any other
vendor's area. Tables will be assigned on a first come first serve basis.

The basic layout of the vendor’s room will consist of tables lining 4 walls, with open areas in the
center. If there are any special displays that require a more serviceable area, the center of the
room can be reconfigured. (Please contact the vendors liaison with any questions or request
regarding this.) However any large displays will be treated cost wise as a table space. See the
room layout for more details. It is suggested that you check the map on the website, as it will
reflect the current table availability.

Electrical hookups can be provided for anyone wishing to set up any displays requiring electricity.
It is highly suggested that each vendor bring along their own heavy-duty extension cords and
power strips, as Sugoi Con cannot guarantee provision of such equipment. No phone hookups
will be available in the vendor's area, but the use of cellular phones is acceptable. Each vendor is
responsible for bringing with them whatever display equipment they require, such as televisions or
sound systems. Sugoi Con reserves the right reconfigure and/or relocate specific assignment of
tables as necessary. Audio displays must be kept at a reasonable volume. Sugoi Con and the
Vendor Liaison reserve the right to require volume modifications for any reason.

Reserving Tables and Space

To reserve a table or tables for Sugoi Con 2000, please fill out the registration form included in the
vendor’s packet then mail it, along with the total payment, to the address listed on the form. After
10/30/2000, confirmed payments for Vendor's Room tables will be non-refundable. Also, all
tables and spaces will be reserved on a first-come first-serve basis. Payments received after
space is no longer available will be returned and those vendors can be placed on the waiting list in
the order that the payments are received. If space becomes available, vendors will be contacted
in the order that they appear on the list.

Please direct questions relating to reserving tables and space to the Vendors Liaison.

Vendor Membership

Vendors will be given two (2) three-day badges for their first table and one (1) three-day badge for
each additional table purchased. Please provide the names of the Vendor’s two official
representatives to be placed on the first two badges. All additional badges will list the name of the
vendor's establishment. If more badges are required, please contact the Vendors Liaison. Vendor
badges will be valid for admission to all convention events.




Completing the Registration Forms

Sugoi Con is not responsible for insulting the intelligence of vendors by trying to explain how to fill
out forms that said vendors have already filled out enough times to do so in their sleep. Questions
regarding the registration forms or any vendor policies should be directed to the Vendor Liaison.

Vendor's Room Hours

During vendor’s area hours, all attendees will be allowed access. Vendors are required to have a
representative present at their display at all times during these hours. Any unattended tables are
not the responsibility of Sugoi Con or its staff.

General access hours for vendors areas:

Friday 12p.m. - 7p.m.
Saturday 10a.m. — 6p.m.
Sunday 10a.m. — 3p.m. (hours are subject to change)

The Vendors area will be available for setup and tear down from 7 p.m. to midnight on Thursday,
8a.m. to noon on Friday, 8a.m. to 10 a.m. Saturday, and 3 p.m. to 7 p.m. on Sunday.

Kentucky State Sales Tax Information

Due to Kentucky State Law, all vendors will be required to show proof of a Kentucky State U.B.I.
number before the start of the convention. To ensure proper registration of all vendors attending
Sugoi Con, the vendors U.B.l. must be included on the vendor’s contract. A copy of the
application has been included as part of the vendors packet. Or alternatively, write or phone to
the following address. (Note: it is highly recommended to simply call the phone number listed
below and request an application packet to ensure receiving your packet sooner.)

All vendors accept full responsibility for the collection and payment of any local, state, and/or
federal taxes. All vendors must have a signed copy of this contract and a copy of their reseller’s
license on file with Sugoi Con. No Vendor may sell or display merchandise without copies of these
forms on file with Sugoi Con. Vendors are encouraged to keep copies of these forms on site
during the convention.

Security and Provision

Sugoi Con will provide as much security as possible. However, the vendor alone will be fully
responsible for his/her own properties at all times and should insure all his/her properties against
damage, loss, or other events. Sugoi Con will provide the vendors’ area continuous security
during the hours that it is closed, and will have security staff monitor the area on a regular basis
during open hours.

Requirements from the Holiday Inn

Nothing may be attached to the walls or ceiling in the vendors room or other event areas of the
convention. The partition walls in the vendors’ area will be brand new, so it'll be easy to notice
tack holes. Anyone stapling or tacking items to the walls will be crushed by a 5XL fanboy. If a
vendor wishes to hang or suspend items for display, the usage of a tackboard or functional
equivalent is permitted, but will not be provided by Sugoi Con. Vendors assume full responsibility
for compliance with the guidelines set forth by the Holiday Inn Cincinnati Airport Conference
Center. Sugoi Con is not responsible for injuries acquired during the aforementioned 5XL fanboy
crushing.

Vendors wishing to pre-ship merchandise to the hotel should contact the Vendors Liaison for
more information.




Bootlegging Policy
NO bootlegs! Sugoi Con will not condone or allow the sale of any items violating copyright or
trademark laws and/or license agreements. (See Anti-Piracy page for more information.)

Adult Merchandise

All vendor displays at Sugoi Con are required to be in compliance with the laws of both the State
of Kentucky and Boone County, in addition to the official policies of Holiday Inn, regarding the
display and sale of materials considered being "adult" in nature. Sugoi Con reserves the right to
prohibit the sale or display of any merchandise or service which is determined to be inappropriate.

Selling from Hotel Rooms

No items are to be sold from hotel rooms, backs of cars, or dark hallways. Sugoi Con policy does
not permit the use of hotel rooms for the purpose of selling merchandise. Such activity is
restricted to the Vendor's area. Violation of this policy will result in the immediate dismissal of the
offender from the hotel premises. For the purposes of this convention, club memberships and
registration for other conventions are not considered to be "merchandise" and the solicitation of
such outside the official Vendors’ area is permissible so long as the group responsible has
registered their activity with Sugoi Con prior to commencing.

Prize Donations

The voluntary donation of merchandise to be used as prizes for convention events or awards
ceremonies will be met with copious bowing and scraping by the registration guy. Those
responsible for donations will be publicly credited during the awarding of the donated
merchandise. Donations are not mandatory.

Liability

Sugoi Con shall not be liable for failure to perform its obligations in the event of an “Act of God”
(power loss, rain, snow, hurricane, rampaging hordes of unwashed fanboys, etc.) or any cause
that disrupts the convention. No monies will be refunded if such an event occurs. If Sugoi Con is
canceled for reasons other than those previously outlined above, a full refund will be issued to
vendors. All vendors are fully and solely responsible for their property while on site before, during
and after Sugoi Con. Vendors are recommended to obtain adequate insurance to cover this
situation. Neither Sugoi Con nor its agents and representatives will be responsible for any injury,
loss, or damage that may occur to the vendor, vendor’s associates, or property for any reason.
There is no other agreement or warrantee between Sugoi Con and the Vendor except as set forth
in this document. The rights of Sugoi Con under this contract shall not be deemed waived except
as specified in writing by the directors of Sugoi Con. The Vendor agrees that any action that may
arise based upon or related to this contract shall be brought in Federal or State court in the state
of Kentucky.

Anti — Piracy Policy

Since the whole purpose of putting on an anime convention is to promote anime and the
Japanese and U.S animation industries, Sugoi Con 2000 will not condone the selling of
bootlegged a.k.a. uncopyrighted items.

Any vendor found to be selling bootleg items will be asked to remove those items from their tables
one time only. If the items are not removed or are put back for sale at anytime during the
convention, the vendor will be removed from the convention with no refund. Please be fair to
yourself and to others and simply DO NOT bring these items to the convention in the first place.

The following are some of the more know items that may not be sold at Sugoi Con 2000:

SM CDs We've all seen these showing up in hobby stores recently. However, it has been
heard that, SM CD's are legal to sell in Taiwan, but are illegal once they leave that
country.

Wall Scrolls These have also started to fall prey to bootlegging. Notably, they are not as easy
to spot as a CD. The easiest way to spot an unlicensed wall scroll is that they do
not contain copyright information. The other obvious ways to tell are they can
either be off color, faded, or simply crooked and off center.

Videos No fansubs of any kind. No unlicensed reproductions of import or U.S. licensed
tapes.

Any poster, idol cards, etc, which are laminated photocopies or the like.

Or any other unlicensed reproductions of any products released by any company, including
materials that violate copyright or trademark laws and/or license agreements.
